When the woman in Luke 13 met 

Jesus , she met her Melchizedek 

who pronounced a blessing on 

her . She came out of her bounds/

infirmity. 

When such power comes on you, 

you will be blessed beyond limit.  

When Jesus said “ woman thou art 

loosed…” the woman just believed. 

 

 

What God promised to Abra-

ham is yours daughter of 

Abraham but you need to 

apply what you have received 

from the word e.g Ruth 

obeyed the word and acted on 

the instruction.

By this Ruth changed the 

cycle of the curse (the Moab-

ites were regarded as cursed 

but God relented and used a 

Moabite woman). 

God will make you first where 

people are putting you last. 

By joining to Boaz, Ruth 

joined herself to the tribe of 

Judah (joined to royalty). 

Ruth was not just in kingly 

but also priestly. 

There are certain jinxes in this 

life that have not been broken 

but God will use you to break 

them because you are a 

daughter of favour and faith.
